Chapter Seven

COERCIVE ADMINISTRATIVE MEASURES

Article 76. (Amended, SG No. 105/2006, SG No. 82/2009) The following may be prohibited from leaving the country:

1. (Amended, SG No. 82/2009) any persons charged with a premeditated indictable offence punishable by deprivation of liberty for a term not exceeding five years, and any persons sentenced for such offences, until service of the sentence passed thereon;

Article 76a. (New, SG No. 71/2005) (1) (Amended, SG No. 82/2009) Any persons under the age of 18 years, in respect of whom information has been received from a competent Bulgarian or foreign authority that the said persons have been involved in or used for any activities referred to in Article 11 of the Child Protection Act, shall be prohibited from leaving the country, shall not be issued passports and passport substitutes, and the passports and passport substitutes issued thereto shall be withdrawn.

(2) The measures referred to in Paragraph (1) shall have the object of protecting the child and shall be applied for a period not exceeding two years reckoned from the issuing of an order for the application of the said measures.

(3) In exceptional cases, for demonstrated reasons of health and in other cases of emergency, the measures referred to in Paragraph (1) shall not be applied.

(4) The Minister of Interior, the Chairperson of the State Agency for Child Protection and the Minister of Foreign Affairs shall issue a joint instruction on the application of the measures referred to in Paragraph (1).

Article 77. (Amended, SG No. 105/2006) Any person, who is outside the Republic of Bulgaria at the time when any coercive administrative measures covered under Articles 75 or 76 herein, or any measures covered under Article 76a herein are imposed thereon, shall be issued a temporary passport.

Article 77. (Amended, SG No. 105/2006) Any person, who is outside the Republic of Bulgaria at the time when any coercive administrative measures covered under Articles 75 or 76 herein, or any measures covered under Article 76a herein are imposed thereon, shall be issued a temporary passport.

Article 78. (1) (Supplemented, SG No. 42/2001, redesignated from Article 78, SG No. 45/2002) Coercive administrative measures shall be applied by a reasoned order of the Minister of Interior or by officials authorized thereby to exercise the powers under this Section.

(2) (New, SG No. 45/2002) The coercive administrative measure referred to in Item 2 of Article 75 herein shall be applied by a reasoned order of the Chairperson of the State Commission on Information Security or of the heads of the security services and of the public order services.

(3) (New, SG No. 71/2005) The measure referred to in Article 76a herein shall be applied by a reasoned order of the Minister of Interior or by officials authorized thereby on a motion or after presentation of an opinion by the Chairperson of the State Agency for Child Protection.

Article 78a. (New, SG No. 105/2006) (1) The authority who has issued the act which is the source of the grounds for application of the coercive administrative measure shall transmit the said act through official channels to the authority who is competent to impose or to revoke the said measure.

(2) The coercive administrative measure shall be applied or revoked after receipt of the act under Paragraph (1).
